Rakhimyan Alsynbaev was born in 1910 in a peasant family in the village of
Yumashevo, Baymaksky District.

In 1942 he was called up for military service and served as a machine gunner. He
contributed much to the liberation of Stalingrad from German invaders, crossed the
Dnieper and participated in the battles of the Ukraine and the Crimea liberation. In 1944
he was awarded the Order of Glory Third Class for the heroism in the battles of Khabyn-
tau. Having been seriously wounded in that battle, he was sent to hospital and welcomed
a long-awaited day of victory there.
