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Vagiz Kharisovich Kharisov

My great-grandfather Vagiz Kharisovich Kharisov was born in the village of
Lashmanka in the Cheremshansky district of the Tatar Autonomous Soviet Socialist
Republic on January 15, 1924. He was called for the war at the age of 17. It was the
autumn of 1941.

Participating in the Battle of Moscow he lost one of the legs. After that, he
underwent surgery, for more than a year my great-grandfather was treated in
hospital. As a result, he was discharged and returned to his native village in the
summer of 1943.

Vagiz Kharisovich was awarded medals for bravery in the battles near Moscow,
for 25 years of victory, 30 years of victory and several others.

He died on April 24, 1977 at the age of 53.
